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Who is the planning authority?

This Amendment has been prepared by the Wyndham City Council, which is the planning authority for this Amendment.

The Amendment has been made at the request of Wyndham City Council.
Land affected by the Amendment

The Amendment applies to land located at 75 Westmeadows Lane, Truganina.
What the amendment does

The Amendment proposes to apply a Public Acquisition Overlay (PAO3) to the land.
Strategic assessment of the Amendment 
Why is the Amendment required?

The Amendment is required to identify the land as required for an active open space reserve. This responds to a documented current and future shortfall of active open space in the north of the municipality, as identified in the Wyndham Open Space Strategy (WOSS), a strategy adopted by Council with a purpose “intended to address open space needs of the existing Wyndham community and plan for the future growth by anticipating the needs of the growing population”. 
The WOSS identifies a current shortfall in district level active open space across the north of the municipality, in the suburbs of Tarneit, Hoppers Crossing and Truganina. The WOSS states that across the three suburbs, there is a collective deficit of 40.2 hectares of district level active open space.

Currently there are very limited opportunities to provide for additional active open space to meet the identified shortfall in the existing developed areas of Hoppers Crossing and Truganina. 
The land affected by the amendment is non-developed land of a size that can facilitate development of active open space that would service the Truganina/Hoppers Crossing area. 
The WOSS recommends as a key action the need to secure and develop new active open spaces in the established suburbs of Wyndham to cater to the sporting demands of the current and growing population. Recommended actions for the provision of active open space include:

“Identify sites to improve the coverage of district level active open spaces to serve the following OSPDs as priority: Point Cook, Tarneit and Hoppers Crossing.” (Action no. 10)

The proposal responds to the need identified in the WOSS Acquisition Plan (Appendix 4, Page 172) to secure district level active open space given the shortfalls of 21.98ha in Hoppers Crossing, 3.46ha in Tarneit and 14.78ha in Truganina, Williams Landing, Laverton North when compared to open space coverage standards identified in the WOSS. The land identified in this Amendment is located close to the boundary of the Hoppers Crossing, Tarneit and Truganina Open Space Planning Districts. 
How does the Amendment implement the objectives of planning in Victoria?

The Amendment will assist in the implementation of the following objectives of planning in Victoria: 
a) to secure a pleasant, efficient and safe working, living and recreational environment for all Victorians and visitors to Victoria; and

c) to balance the present and future interests of all Victorians. 
Identifying land for future active open space provision will improve access to recreational facilities for current and future residents of Wyndham in the north of the municipality. 
How does the Amendment address any environmental, social and economic effects?
It has been determined that the Amendment, which will identify the land as required for future development of the site as active open space, is likely to have positive social benefits by providing additional active open space in response to an identified shortage. Having regard to the substantial growth experienced in Wyndham and anticipated for the future, it is necessary that Council pursues land to deliver additional active open space facilities to cater for the growing population.
The Amendment may have an impact on the environment as the future development of the site could require the removal of listed Ecological Vegetation Classes (EVC) and potential associated fauna species. Any future proposals to develop the site will need to comply with relevant environmental approvals. 
The identification of the land as required for a public purpose will have a positive economic effect. Active Open Space opportunities will be master planned for the site at an appropriate time.  
Does the Amendment address relevant bushfire risk?

The Amendment is not expected to result in increased bushfire risk and does not affect or alter any existing planning controls which relate to the management of bushfire risk. 
Does the Amendment comply with the requirements of any Minister’s Direction applicable to the amendment?

The Amendment is consistent with the Ministerial Direction on The Form and Content of Planning Schemes under section 7(5) of the Act.
Ministerial Direction No.9 stipulates that an amendment have regard to the Metropolitan Planning Strategy and include discussion of how the amendment is consistent with the strategy. The amendment will help achieve the following key policies of the strategy:

· Policy 5.4.1: Develop a network of accessible, high-quality, local open spaces; and

· Policy 6.4.2: Strengthen the integrated metropolitan open space network;

This Explanatory Report satisfies the requirement of the Ministerial Direction No.11 – Strategic Assessment of Amendments.
How does the Amendment support or implement the Planning Policy Framework and any adopted State policy?

The Amendment assists in implementing the following objectives identified in the Planning Policy Framework:

Clause 15.01-4S - “To achieve neighbourhoods that foster healthy and active living and community wellbeing.”;
Clause 19.02-6S: “To establish, manage and improve a diverse and integrated network of public open space that meets the needs of the community”; and
Clause 19.02-3S “To develop a strong cultural environment and increase access to arts, recreation and other cultural facilities.” 

The Amendment also implements principles 5 ‘Living Locally – 20-minute neighbourhoods’ and 7 ‘Strong and healthy communities’ of Plan Melbourne by ensuring the land is secured for public purposes to facilitate the delivery of active open space, providing accessible recreational facilities to support healthy communities now and into the future.
How does the Amendment support or implement the Local Planning Policy Framework, and specifically the Municipal Strategic Statement?

The Amendment will facilitate the future development of the site as active open space consistent with Wyndham’s Municipal Strategic Vision, assisting current and future residents to lead healthy and vibrant lives through improved access to recreational facilities and amenities. 
The Amendment also assists in achieving the following objectives concerning open space, liveability, and community facilities:
“To achieve access to a range of appropriately maintained leisure, open space and recreational opportunities (active and passive)” (Clause 21.02-2);
“To encourage safety, health, mobility, accessibility and a sense of place in design and development”; (Clause 21.02-3); and
“To ensure responsible development of new physical, social and economic infrastructure to meet the needs of the community during rapid growth.” (Clause 21.10-1)
Does the Amendment make proper use of the Victoria Planning Provisions?

The Amendment makes appropriate use of the Victoria Planning Provisions to achieve the strategic objectives identified in planning scheme. The Public Acquisition Overlay (PAO) is an appropriate planning tool for Council to identify land required for a public purpose.
How does the Amendment address the views of any relevant agency?

VicRoads and Melbourne Water who own and maintain two drainage reserves to either side of the site will be notified when the Amendment is exhibited.
Does the Amendment address relevant requirements of the Transport Integration Act 2010?
The Amendment is not expected to have impact on the transport system, as defined under Section 3 of the Transport Integration Act 2010 (TIA).

Resource and administrative costs

· What impact will the new planning provisions have on the resource and administrative costs of the responsible authority?

The application of the PAO will not have an additional impact on Council’s resources and administrative costs.
