Who lives in and around Wyndham Vale and Manor Lakes?


The median family income for Wyndham Vale is $1,597, which is more than $100 less than the wider Wyndham area and almost ¼ less than Point Cook


Wyndham Vale and Werribee have the highest population of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander residents in all of Wyndham.


Almost 40% of residents are born overseas with Indian community being the largest migrant population in the neighbourhood.
