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Council works to ensure activities in community centres meet with local needs and interests. Priorities for activities have been developed for each community centre based on local demographic data, what residents have told us is important to them along with an assessment of current activities. Who lives in and around Featherbrook?


Over 21% of Point Cook’s population is under 9 years of age, compared to 18% across Wyndham


Almost 60% of residents of Point Cook were born in a country outside Australia which is almost 20% higher than the suburb of Werribee 


Compared to adults in Victoria (17%), a greater proportion of Wyndham adults (20%) are socially isolated.
