• A honey bee will visit between 50-100 flowers on a       

gathering trip before returning to the hive. 

• As they work, honey bees pollinate the flowers which help 

our fruits and vegetables to grow. 

• Australia has over 1700 species of native bees.

• Minimise the use of insecticides.

Westringia -- Native Rosemary
