2026 Short Film Showcase Terms and Conditions
1. This event is run by Wyndham City Council (‘Council’) in the state of Victoria, Australia only.

2. By entering this event, you agree to accept these terms and conditions of entry.  If your entry does not comply with these terms and conditions, it is not valid and will not be accepted.

3. Entry is restricted to young people aged between 13 and 18 as of 23 March 2026, who live, work or study in the Wyndham municipality.  If you are under 18 years of age, you must have your parent or legal guardian’s consent to enter this event.  You acknowledge and agree that Council may contact your parent or legal guardian at any time to confirm that consent has been provided.

4. Council staff, Councillors and their immediate family members are not eligible to enter.

5. To enter this event, you must create a short film which depict the themes: ‘social cohesion’ and ‘community’ which will be displayed at a showcase evening at Manor Lakes Library on 8 May 2026. 

6. You must upload a copy of that short film to OneDrive and share the file with the Wyndham Libraries specialised event inbox: sharedlensshowcase@wyndham.vic.gov.au 

7. Once you have shared the short film, you must also submit a properly completed entry form via Council’s website between 12:00am on 23 March 2026 and 12:00am on 24 April 2026.  Entries received outside of this period will not be accepted.

8. Only one entry per person will be accepted.

9. Entries must:

(a) be submitted in mp4 or .mov format;

(b) be no larger than 40mb in file size;

(c) be between 3 and 5 minutes in length;

(d) be your own original work;

(e) not have been created using any artificial intelligence (AI) or generative software;

(f) not contain any inflammatory, defamatory, offensive or objectionable material; and

(g) not infringe a third party’s intellectual property rights.

10. If your entry contains any copyrighted material, you must have the copyright owner’s consent to use that material as part of your entry.  Evidence of such consent must be provided to Council on request.

11. At the showcase evening, all featured videos which display the highest calibre of the following will receive a certificate to acknowledge their efforts:

(a) Best Use of Lighting;

(b) Best Use of Sound;

(c) Best Acting;

(d) Best Portrayal of Theme;

(e) Most Creative Approach.

12. Judgement by Council library staff is final. 

13. You acknowledge that you retain copyright in your entry.

14. You grant Council a non-exclusive, perpetual, sub-licensable and royalty-free licence to:

(a) display your entry (whether in whole or in part) at the showcase evening on 08 05 2026 at Manor Lakes Library ; and

(b) upload your entry (whether in whole or in part) to the Wyndham Libraries Youth Voice web page for the purpose of promoting this event or the library generally.

15. You agree to indemnify and hold harmless Council, its councillors and employees against all costs, claims and liability arising in connection with a breach or potential breach of these terms and conditions.

16. Council accepts no responsibility for late, lost, incomplete, corrupt or invalid entries.

17. Council reserves the right not to award a certificate in any category.

18. Certificates are not transferable, exchangeable or redeemable for cash.

19. Council reserves the right to modify these terms and conditions at any time and without notice to you.

20. If for any reason the event cannot be run as planned, Council reserves the right to cancel, terminate, modify or suspend the event.
